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Command Sergeants Majors (CSM) Vehicle

· This policy is still in effect.

· Background: In August 1995, CSA directed TRADOC to review the requirement for the CSM in MTOE units to be equipped with a HMMWV. On 11 October 1995, DCSCD, TRADOC, directed proponents to "review and, if necessary, update CSM wartime function statements in doctrinal publications." Force Design Update (FDU) 96-1 decision approved select requirements for a CSM HMMWV/Radio, and TOEs were documented with those systems in CTU 9704. 

· Using the FDU decision as a guide, TRADOC Force Design Directorate (FDD) and USAFMSA Requirements Documentation Directorate (RDD) standardized the basis for this capability for future TOE documentation. This should preclude the requirement for an FDU decision to make minor adjustments.

· Units authorized CSMs that are assigned to Divisions, Separate Brigades, Regiments, and Aviation Brigades; Combat, Combat Support and Combat Service Support Corps units operating habitually in the Division area; and Corps HHC will be documented with a CSM vehicle (HMMWV), one radio, and associated support items of equipment (ASIOE).

· The initial documentation of CSM vehicles in TOE units was based on proponent decisions of where the vehicles are required. To ensure these initial requirements are not inadvertently deleted in the future, proponents should document the requirement in the appropriate doctrinal manual.

· Any addition of CSM HMMWVs for units outside the above categories, or not already documented with a CSM HMMWV, must be staffed through the Tactical Wheeled Vehicle Requirements Management Office (TWVRMO) for review.

· Doctrinal justification required for any additional CSM vehicle increases is based on the following discriminators:

· Availability and quantity of other organic like-type vehicles.

· Location on battlefield (further to rear the less likely it will be required.

· Geographical dispersion of the unit. In general, the wider the unit dispersion, the greater the likely need.

· Small detachments are excluded.
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
