     c.  Have there been equipment changes; i.e., introduction of new equipment or upgrade of existing equipment since the approval of the study?

     d.  If equipment changes have occurred, have these changes caused significant impact on the function to warrant conducting a new MARC study?

     e.  Is the functional description current?  If not, do the changes required to update the function reflect changes in the workload?

     f.  Have standard duty title codes (SDTC) for MOS 92G changed?

     g.  Are there any changes in doctrine or the manner in which the MOS 92G personnel execute their duties?

     h.  Are there any changes affecting the TOE requirements for MOS 92G?

     i.  Have tasks changed since the MSD was approved?  If so, please provide a current list.


     j.  What changes would you recommend to the existing criteria if a study were not conducted? Provide rationale.
