The tactical command post is positioned forward of the brigade rear boundary and moves more than once every three days.  The main and rear command posts are positioned forward of the division rear boundary.  The headquarters company is employed with the Main Command Post.  It provides sustainment support to all headquarters elements.

 

   D. BASIS OF ALLOCATION.  One per Light Infantry Division, TOE 77000A000.  

 

   E. CAPABILITIES.

          (a) Command and control, staff planning, and supervision of the operations of a division and attached units.

 

          (b) A Rear Command Post, Main Command Post, and a forward Tactical Command Post.

 

          (c) Field feeding for the Military Police (MP) Company, 

TOE 19323L000 and other personnel attached to the HQs as required to support staff operations.

 

          (d) Field feeding, religious service, health service, finance, maintenance, vehicle recovery, supply support, personnel administration, and UCMJ to the Division Band, TOE 12113L000.

 

          (e) Strength accounting, replacement operations, personnel 

accounting, casualty reporting, and classified document control for the division.

 

      (2) The columns under Levels 2 and 3 adapt this table for reduced operational capabilities in decrements of 10 percent from approximately 90 percent for Level 2 to approximately 80 percent for Level 3.

 

      (3) This unit is not adaptable to a Type B Organization.

 

      (4) The columns designated by Levels 1 through 3 are designed to be used to calculate the categories established by AR 220-1, Unit 

Status Reporting.

 

      (5) This unit is designated as a Category II organization.  For unit categories, see AR 310-25.

          (d) The Signal Bn(MSE), Inf Div (LT), TOE 11065L200, for record traffic and common user communication.  Provides maintenance repair capability for COMSEC equipment.

 

          (e) The Air Defense Artillery Bn, Inf Div (LT), TOE 44115L000, for local air defense.

 

          (f) The Military Police Co, Inf Div (LT), TOE 19323L000, for internal physical security of the division CPs as well as personal security for designated personnel.

 

          (g) The Transportation Motor Transport Co, Inf Div (LT), TOE 55178L000, for supplemental transportation.

 

          (h) The U.S. Air Force Weather Service to provide an 18-Person detachment to operate the Staff Weather Office.

 

          (i) The Support Command, LID, TOE 63220A100: assists with the reception and onward movement of replacement personnel; provides point retail fuel service to the Rear CP.

 

          (j) Appropriate elements of the corps, ASCC, or theater army to augment unit legal resources as necessary based on mission requirements by: TOE 27522LA00, Legal Support Team, multi-functional legal team; TOE 27522LD00, Trial Defense Team, for trial defense service support; TOE 27522LF00, Military Judge Team, for military judge support.

 

          (k) Rear Operations Center(Div), TOE 87103L000 for additional support of rear operations.

 

          (l) HHC, MI Bn, TOE 34355A200, to provide intelligence operations support for the division.

 

          (m) HHB, DIVARTY, TOE 06100L000, to provide command and control to organic, attached, and OPCON artillery units in the division area.

 

          (n) The Division Band, TOE 12113L000, to provide physical security augmentation to the Div MP Co.

 

          (o) Psychological Operations Tactical Company, TOE 33737A000, to provide tactical dissemination of psychological operations (PSYOPS) products and to execute tactical PSYOPS operations in support of the division.
